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• Picture Frames: 
Children love to look at real pictures of real people, especially the ones they 
love the most, their parents!  Create a picture frame for your child to put a 
picture of you in.  They can take the picture frame with them wherever they 
go, to day care, school, grandparents, friends or babysitters.  The picture 
frame can be made out of just about anything.  Popsicle sticks work well and 
nice and sturdy.  You can color or decorate the frame with macaroni, 
buttons or cuts of colored paper.   

 
 

• Modeling Dough: 
With this simple no-cook recipe for modeling dough, you and your child can create 
animals just like in the story Is Your Mama a Llama? 

Here’s what you need: 
1 cup of flour 
2 cups of oatmeal 
1 cup of water 
mixing bowl 
mixing spoon 

 
Combine flour and oatmeal in mixing bowl.  Slowly add the water and blend.  You can add 
coffee grounds for a dough with even more texture.  Dough will air-dry, hard, in 24 hours.
