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e Baked Apples

have picked. Preheat oven to 400'F. Wash and core apples. Help your
child pour one tablespoon of honey into the cored-out center of each
apple. Fill the centers with raisins, and then pour apple juice or cider over
each apple. Finally, sprinkle cinnamon on top. Bake 45 minutes, or until
soft. Or, microwave on high for 12-14 minutes. Serve warm as a dessert or

after-school snack.
